DOLLY PARTON’S IMAGINATION LIBRARY       
In 1996 Dolly Parton launched the Imagination 
Library to foster a love of reading and create a 
way to introduce childen and families to the 
magic of books.   

How does it work?  A package from the Imagi-
nation Library arrives in the mailbox addressed 
to a young child with a new book and letter from 
Dolly, inviting the child and family to sit down 
together and read the book.  Beginning with 
“the Little Engine That Could”, the child re-
ceives an age appropriate, hardback book each 
month until reaching the age of five.  The Sara-
sota County Library System is the affiliate 
along with partners Children First and the Early 
Learning Coalition, and the Community Founda-
tion of Sarasota County is the grant funder.   

At present, the Imagination Library is open to 
children living in the 34231, 34232, 34234, 
34237, 34287 and 34293 zip codes.  Eventually 
it is hoped the program will be expanded to in-
clude all the children from birth to five years in 
Sarasota County.
